Darren decided that after making a bunch of records with producers from all over the world, he was going to try his hand at producing, engineering and mixing the debut album himself. To do this they asked their friends, family and fans to donate to on Kickstarter.com where they successfully raised enough money to build a small home studio.
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SURF CITY – ‘Kudos’ out 1st November 2010 (Arch Hill/Fire Records)

After years of simmering under the surface, New Zealand’s Surf City has exploded internationally with their new album ‘Kudos’.  After their seven-track EP was broadcast on college radio from Los Angeles to Brooklyn, ‘Kudos’ is being received enthusiastically both within New Zealand and overseas.

After beginning life as an idea at a party, and naming themselves after a Jesus and Mary Chain B side, Surf City spent a few years playing small bars and house parties, and gained themselves a reputation for boisterous and exciting live shows.  Kudos builds on the solid reputation established by Surf City’s previous EP.  Their hazy guitars are overlaid with catchy, reverb-saturated melodies recalling their Dunedin-sound influences.  Surf City has created their own brand of shoegaze-inspired rock by injecting their own melodic pop sensibilities into their sometimes grooving, sometimes cruising songs, creating a truly accessible and exciting record.

GRAND RAPIDS - Faintheartedness out 6th February 2010
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Ben King is a New Zealand record producer. As a musician, he has played alongside many notable artists, (Bic Runga, Boh Runga, Daniel Bedingfield, Tim Finn, Dave Dobbyn, Renee-Louise Carafice, Andrew Keoghan, Gareth Thomas, and perhaps most famously, Goldenhorse – for which he was a founding member) An accomplished guitarist, bassist, singer and writer, Ben brings unique experience and insight to the role of producer.  
GHOSTWAVE - EP Arch Hill Records out 1st July 2011 
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 In early 2010, when Ghost Wave started recording their EP in Sandringham, Auckland, things got off to a bad start. Matthew Paul

 (guitar, vocals) and Eammon Logan (drums) were flatting together and laying down the bones of the recordings. They were using a mix of instruments and a sampler. One day, when they were out, some reprobates broke into their flat, stole their computers and trashed the place. The recordings were lost forever. They had to start from scratch.But through adversity came something good. During the cold winter of 2010 the band – who by now had added Rikki Sutton (first bass, now guitar) – hunkered down to some serious music listening: Sun Ra, Spaceman 3, Stereolab and all the krautrock kannon. They also settled back into a recording routine: early starts, cold late nights and searching for ways to make the music glow - like a haze of sonic warmth.
STREET CHANT – ‘Means’ out 1st July 2011 Arch Hill Records  
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Alex Brown, Emily Littler and Billie Rogers went to CMJ where they played a handful of shows with acts such as The Crystal Stilts and The Mad Scene. The New York Examiner picked Street Chant as one of the top bands to see at CMJ Brooklyn Vegan took a bunch of photos and called Street Chant "the darlings of the night" and The C-Ville News listed Street Chant among the top five bands they saw at CMJ, saying they were "perhaps the best band that I saw all weekend"  

DR. DON DON – King Of The Stars (2011) Central Station  (50% Publishing)
