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Domino Publishing Co Ltd is proud to represent the songwriters affiliated with Relapse Records. Founded in 1990, the Pennsylvanian label has developed as the home of alternative hard rock and metal. Mastodon, Baroness, Howl and Black Tusk have all cultivated sludgy yet progressive and accessible sounds that hearken back to the '70s rock gods of yore, yet remain firmly grounded in metal. But the diversity of Relapse should not be underestimated as it plays host to a wide range of rock, industrial and experimental styles such as the mesmerizing sci-fi synths of  Zombi  to the ominous post-rock of The High Confessions. 
Relapse, in coordination with Scion, will be hosting a label showcase in Los Angeles on February 11th 2012 including performances from Tombs, Revocation, Royal Thunder and Exhumed. Many Relapse published artists got some high profile end of the year list love, most notably the new Tombs record ‘Path Of Totality’, which was Decibel Magazine’s (the premier metal magazine) album of the year, Pitchfork’s #2 metal album of the year (Rwake, Indian and Exhumed are also on the list), NPR’s #3 metal album of the year (Exhumed and new Relapse signing Ulcerate are also on this list).
